“We are entirely reliant on grants, donations and fundraising to maintain our organisation and look after our 

ten horses so we are thankful to Premier Coal for their financial assistance. 

“Everyone that rides our horses has a wonderful time and several of our riders have disabilities and come to 

us to experience the joy of horse riding, challenge themselves and feel a sense of achievement by giving it a 

go.
